1. Overview of English Department
1.1 Strengths

1.1.1 Teachers level of professional development.

All teachers have achieved a
bachelor degree majoring in English and a number of teachers have also
completed a master degree majoring in English.

1.1.4 Collaboration and co-teaching among LETs and NETs enhance the quality of
learning and teaching.

1.1.5 English Speaking Days and the English room are effective tools to provide a literacy
rich English environment for pupils.

1.1.6 Teachers have an excellent understanding of pupils’ strengths and weaknesses.

1.1.7 Pupils’ reading and writing skills have been improved through the implementation
of various schemes, i.e. PLPR/W Scheme, NET Scheme and ‘Seed’ Project provide
ample opportunities for teachers to enrich their professional knowledge.
